Things to look for: 

• Capital letters and full stops 

• Adverbials (tell you about the doing word, the verb, when, 

where or how)  

• Interesting describing words (adjectives)  

• Finally, check your spelling (perhaps ask your adult to help you 

with this part and/or use an online dictionary for your spellings
